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Background

University System of Maryland institutions report annually SAT scores of first-time, full-time and
part-time undergraduates to the Board of Regents and to MHEC. Average verbal, math and
combined SAT scores are provided as well as the 25™ and 75™ percentile combined SAT scores.
The percentile scores give decision makers a sense of the score distributions for the middle 50
percent of first-time freshmen. Beginning in spring 2005, the College Board changed the SAT
Reasoning Test to include a writing component. While USM institutions report scores on the
writing sample, they do not consider the SAT writing sample in the admission’s process. For this
reason, the report will not focus on the writing component of the revised SAT. For further
information, contact Gayle Fink, gfink@usmd.edu (301) 445-2737.

Highlights

Maryland Public High School Seniors

e The number of Maryland public school seniors taking the SATs has grown 20 percent over the
past five academic years (from 31,001 to 37,349 in 2006-07).

e The average SAT scores for 2006-07 college bound seniors from Maryland public high schools
declined 5 points in critical reading and 8 points in math between 2006 and 2007 according to
The College Board. This is the second year in a row in which reading and math scores have
declined. It also coincides with the change in the SAT format.

e The average 2006 college bound Maryland senior SAT critical reading score was 491 and
Math’s average was 497.

e Despite the decline in the Maryland public high school senior SAT scores, SAT scores at USM
institutions were not lower.

USM Trends

A total of 12,236 freshmen enrolled at USM reported SAT scores including those in the first
freshmen class at UB. Table 1 shows the combined SAT scores at the 25th and 75th percentiles
for fall 2003 through fall 2007. The distributions include SAT scores for first-time, full-time and
part-time undergraduates at all USM institutions except UMB and UMUC. Figure 1 depicts
ranges for the fall 2007 distributions for each institution. Fifty percent of incoming freshmen
received SAT scores in the range between the arrows on the graph.

e Most USM institutions experienced stable or improved combined 25"/75" percentile SAT
scores between fall 2006 and fall 2007, including Coppin, Salisbury, Towson, UMBC, UMCP
and UMES.

e Four institutions reported that at least three quarters of their freshmen class had combined SAT
scores greater than 1000 in fall 2007: Salisbury, Towson, UMBC, and UMCP.
