Extramural Support for USM Institutions

FY 2006
USM institutions seek and receive funding for their research, education, and public service activities from many sources.  This report shows how many proposals each institution generated, how many awards were received, and the total amount of funding received from external sources.  Extramural funding in FY 2006 provided $975,947,328, compared to $983,789,967 in FY 2005, a decrease of slightly less than 1%.  To provide an order-of-magnitude perspective, in FY 2006 the USM received an appropriation of general funds, that is, tax revenue, from the State of Maryland, of $811.6 million.  Tuition and fees added almost $960.4 million more.
Awards are counted in the year they are received.  By contrast, reports issued by government agencies, such as the National Science Foundation (NSF) provide data on expenditures, not awards, for research; expenditures may be verified by accounting procedures but the data lag behind the receipt of awards by several years.  No new NSF data are available for comparison with other states.

Table 1 shows how much income each institution generated in the past two years from grants and contracts from the federal government, from Maryland state agencies, from non-profit foundations, from corporations, and from other sources, such as non-governmental organizations.  Table 1 also shows the number of proposals submitted to each type of funding source and the number of grants received; in a few instances proposal data were unavailable.  The number of grants received surpasses the number of proposals written in some categories because the award came in installments or because the award came in a fiscal year later than that in which the proposal was submitted.

At every institution, extramural funding derives from a variety of sources.  Although the federal government is the largest funding source for the System as a whole and for research-intensive institutions, state government, corporations and foundations, and other sources provided support on the same order of magnitude as federal funds for the regional comprehensive universities.  

Federal support decreased over the past year; additionally there was a very small decline in support from state agencies and a more significant decline in corporate support.  Foundation support and other sources of extramural funding increased significantly.

The bottom line for each institution is the total received diminished by the amount of collaborative grants or contracts that it passes through to another USM institution.  The USM total is non-duplicative.

Table 2 summarizes institutional total income in FY2006 and compares it with the previous five years.  UMB saw extramural funding decrease by 7.4% from the FY2005 record high mark.  UMCP enjoyed a significant increase (6.1%) over its FY05 total, and UMBC also had increased support, up 7.1% over the prior year.  BSU, FSU, TU, and UMCES all had double-digit increases, and UB and UMBI also had more extramural support in FY2006 than in the prior year.  Declines occurred at CSU, SU, UMES, and UMUC.
