PROJECT DETAIL
Campus Electrical Distribution & Mechanical System Improvements, Phased  ($500,000)

This project provides for phased improvements to aging utility infrastructure on campus.  The project will repair and/or replace electrical distribution and mechanical system components that have exceeded their useful life.  System improvements will focus on those older campus buildings with deteriorating and obsolete equipment that often does not satisfy current code requirements.  For the next several years, the campus will replace heating/cooling isolation valves, heat exchangers, heating/cooling coils, air handlers, and domestic water piping in numerous academic buildings.

Building Envelope, Phased  ($550,000)

This project provides for the phased replacement of roofs that have reached the end of their useful life and restore exterior finishes to control water infiltration.  The campus has a significant number of buildings with envelope failures ranging from deteriorated foam roofing systems to failed joints creating pathways for water infiltration.  In order to protect the building and its occupants from adverse environmental conditions, the university will systematically address the most egregious of these conditions with projects to reseal joints to correct leaks and remove old roofing and replace with new more durable roofing systems.
Classroom/Laboratory/Lecture Hall Improvements (various buildings) ($402,000)

This project will renew infrastructure and improve space condition and functionality in various classrooms, laboratories, and lecture halls campus-wide.  Renovations will occur in existing buildings in response to changing technology, departmental and curricular requirements, and as a means to support increased enrollments in the many academic programs.  For FY 2013, the campus will provide upgrades to general purpose classrooms, teaching laboratories, and research laboratories.
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
